THEOLOGY OF THE BODY:
FR. FERGUSON ANSWERS OUR
YOUTH

“How God calls us to be holier with the
gift of sexuality?”

It's great that you see that sexuality is
part of being holy! Sometimes people
think that to be holy, you have to “deny”
or “suppress” sexuality. Not at all! At the
heart of the “Theology of the Body” that
St. John Paul II taught us is the truth that
the body - including your sexual identity
as male or female - brings into the “visible
world” so much of the identity of God,
who is “total gift,” So, for us to be made
holier, we want to find ways to use our
body to be a “gift” to others. And this can
involve things a lot bigger than simply
having sex when youre married. Even as
teens (when you are not yet married), you
can be a “gift” to others as male or female
(in your “sexuality”) by using the different
strengths that God gives to men and
women. For example, teen guys can use
their new bodily strength and energies to
help out with physical tasks like helping
dad at home to fix stuff around the house,
or to help the Knights of Columbus guys
at church to set up for the parish festival
or other events where a lot of physical
labor is needed: youd be making of
yourselfa “gift” to others by making use of
the traits of your “maleness.” Or, for teen
ladies, you can use your newly discovered
interests in things like nurturing or caring
for others or for the creation around us to
help out with things like babysitting for
others’ kids, or volunteering for the pro-
life cause, or getting involved with the
women’s groups at church which serve the
parish in caring ways. Youd be making of
yourself a “gift” to others by making use
of the traits of your “femaleness” And
when you practice this kind of “gift” for
others as teens, it will set you up to make
yourself a further “gift” one day to your
spouse in the encounter of sex (and not
see him or her as something to merely
“take” from). This practice can also help
you to discern even now whether God
could also be calling you to become a
priest or religious sister someday, another
vocation in which you will be able - as
male or female - to make yourself a “gift”
to so many others.

"7 Our readings today
 show us that living a
stewardship way of
life, that is, a life
focused on serving
God and His Kingdom,
; is not easy. They also
show us that our lives belong to God, not to us, and that God
will indeed bring about the fulfillment of His kingdom. We just
need to have faith that He can do it and commit to our small part
in His grand design. This is both our privilege and responsibility
as Christian stewards. Jesus makes this privilege and
responsibility clear in today’s Gospel passage from Luke. When
the apostles ask the Lord to increase their faith, He tells them
that even a mustard seed-sized faith is all that is needed to move
mountains (because it is God who does the heavy lifting). We
need only take the tiniest step forward, and He will do the rest.

But living our lives in His service is also very much our
responsibility, as Jesus explains through the parable of the
unprofitable servant later in this passage. Our Lord describes a
scene in which a servant has just come in from tending to the
master’s affairs and asks whether it would be reasonable for the
master to begin waiting on his servant. Of course, it would not
be reasonable! The servant would be expected to continue to
serve his master until he has completed the work the master has
given him that day. Jesus says we should have this same attitude
before God. The time, talents, and treasure entrusted to us are
all God’s. Our very lives belong to Him. Whatever we do on
God’s behalf with our lives and our gifts is simply our God-given
responsibility. The stewardship way of life makes the privilege
and responsibility of serving Christ and His kingdom a reality.
